Tests:


The info that we cover for each chapter will be subject to appearing on the chapter tests. This includes anything in the assigned reading, which may or may not have been covered in class. If you are absent the day of the test it will be made up at a later date and time. You will receive a Study Guide at the beginning of each chapter. The Study Guide will consist of various Regents questions (multiple choice and essay) related to the material we have covered. These questions will make up the bulk of, if not all of, your chapter/unit test – Yes you will have the test ahead of time (just in a different order)! Proper utilization of these Study Guides throughout the year will not only help you do well on your chapter exams it will also greatly increase the likelihood of achieving at a high level on the Regents exam. 
Projects:


Projects will count as either a test, quiz, and/or homework grade per individual project. The length and difficulty of the project will determine the grade. You will be informed of how much the project will count for when it is handed out. All due dates must be adhered to or you will suffer a reduction to your grade! Be especially cognizant of this when working with a partner(s) – as everyone in the group will receive the same grade unless noted otherwise. 
Homework:

Homework will be graded the same as a test or quiz (i.e. 0-100) Homework assignments cannot be made up at the end of the marking period or handed in late for partial credit. Students that do not hand the homework in the day of the class will be assigned to 10th period and will complete the given assignment – still receiving a zero. The purpose of this is not to punish you it is to ensure that you have been exposed to the information. If an individual is absent they will be afforded the opportunity to make up the missed assignment. However, it is his /her responsibility to find out what the missed assignment was. All homework must be handwritten unless otherwise stated or you have an IEP – typed essay assignments will not be accepted! Cheating will not be tolerated. If you are caught doing so expect to receive a zero and spend extra time with me outside of class. Essay assignments will be given two or more classes in advance of the due date; therefore there is almost no acceptable reason not to have the assignment completed. Check the assignment section of the board and/or check with me. If you complete the assignment early you may turn it in to me to check for you. I will correct it as if I were grading it. I will then put the grade on the paper if it were handed in at that time. You may pick the assignment up, make the necessary corrections, and then hand it in to me on the due date, for full credit (also turning in the original if you had to re-write it). This allows everyone the opportunity to do exceedingly well on all assignments. Please be sure to drop the assignment off no later than the morning before the due date so that I may have it back to you by the end of the day, if you turn it in later than that I cannot guarantee that I will have time to read it and get it back to you. 

Quizzes – 

Quizzes will be utilized periodically throughout the year to check your recall and retention among other things. There will be both announced and unannounced quizzes. Notebook - 


All students are required to keep a notebook. The notebook will consist of handwritten notes, typed notes (photocopied), various handouts, old tests, quizzes, homework assignments, etc. When a notebook test is given it will count as at least a test grade. You will be allowed to use your notebook for the test; provided that you have it with you when you come to class (you will not be allowed to go get it). Additionally, please understand that you will not be allowed to use a handful of loose leaf papers or papers that are shoved in your book. Your notebook should be neat and well organized so that you may use it to maximum effectiveness on the notebook tests and in studying for tests and the Regents exams. See handout on notebooks for more info.
 Misc. – 


Be in class on time everyday or have a pass. Come to class prepared -  i.e. have your book, notebook, pen or pencil, and any other items instructed to bring to class. Follow all classroom rules and instructions. If you do not have a pen/pencil or paper I will supply you with one. However, every three instances I have to do so for you will result in a 10th period detention with me. Six in a marking period will result in a second 10th period and an after school. Furthermore, your homework average for the M.P. will be reduced by 10 points for every three instances. Anyone who has all items every class, is on time for every class, does not miss any classes in that marking period, and does not break any of the classroom rules will receive 5 points added to their homework average.

Please understand that you are responsible for any and all material missed when you are absent from class. Do not assume you will be excused from tests simply because you are absent a class or two before the test – you will not be. All tests are posted in advance and you are given ample opportunity to see me for extra help – before, during, and/or after school. Failure to follow these guidelines (or any others) may result in 10th period, after school detention, or other disciplinary action.
Current Events – 


Each individual will be responsible for at least one Current Event for each of the first five marking periods. An explanation of what is expected for each Current Event will be distributed along with an explanation of the notebooks. If you do not complete your C.E. expect to come in 10th as with the homework essays. The C.E. may be turned in on the due date or any time preceding your due date. 
If there is anything at all in this overview that you do not understand please ask now so that I may clarify it for you.
