Notebooks
All students will be responsible for keeping a well-organized notebook. Each chapter/unit for the year will have its own section. Each of these chapters/units should have the following - 
1. Notes – this will include study guides, overhead notes, handouts, PowerPoint notes, worksheets, etc. 

2. Homework – essays, worksheets, Cinquains, vocab sheets/lists, etc.

3. Tests/Quizzes – all classroom tests and quizzes
Projects are not required to be part of the N.B. unless otherwise noted.

There will be five notebook tests. These will be roughly in line with the marking periods. For each test you will be able to use your notebook. The test will be based entirely from the notebook. Likewise there will be two large comprehensive tests. The first will be a collection of questions from the first two or three notebook tests (depending where we are when we reach the semester mark). Be aware you will be required to leave your notebooks in the class for at least one day after the test; this may be longer depending on how many ppl are absent the day of the test. In other words do not keep other classes in the same notebook as your Global notes unless you are able to be without them for one or more days. This includes not having the notebook for classes the rest of the day and the following day. 

Each notebook test is timed so organization is very important – when the time has ended so has your test; whether you are finished or not. Make sure you have your notebook with you everyday. If you do not have your notebook with you the day of the NB test you will not be allowed to go out to your locker to get it. Additionally, remember you are responsible for getting anything missed while absent - “I wasn’t here” is not an acceptable excuse. In other words if you were absent for something that is on the NB test and didn’t see me to get it you are out of luck. It is time to be a young adult and part of that process is to assume responsibility for your actions (or lack thereof). 
Current Events

Each student is required to find and analyze one current event each M.P. An entire row will be assigned their C.E. at the same time. You will be assigned your C.E. on a Monday (or Tuesday if there is no school Monday) with it being due on Friday (or Monday if there is no school Friday). The first assignment will be the 2nd Monday of school (Sept 15th). Failure to turn yours in will result in a zero, assignment to 10th period detention, and you being tasked to complete it in my classroom (for no grade). An explanation of the Current Event assignment is given below: 
Current Events

Each Current Event must be an issue that concerns the Global Community. It may be something that includes the US and a foreign nation, as long as it is not solely about the US – e.g.

US in Iran, US in Afghanistan, etc. If you choose an event that only concerns the US and it was not cleared with me prior to doing the assignment you will receive a zero for that assignment. Your Current Event will count as a homework grade. 

You must turn in a copy of the Current Event with your write-up. Your current event may be from any mass media source (Newspaper, magazine, etc). You may also use the internet to find your current event. If you use a newspaper article (hard copy or internet) it must be within a week of the week yours is due. If you use a magazine article it must be within a month of the month yours is due. The only way you can use a news report off the TV is if you tape it and bring the copy in. Failure to turn in a copy of the article with the current event will automatically result in a grade of a zero for your C.E.! I will grade your work on the Regents essay scale – i.e. 1-5 (then multiply by 20). Your current event must include a clearly distinct intro, body, and conclusion. Failure to do so will result in an automatic reduction of your grade by 40 points. You are to summarize the C.E. event in the body consisting of two or more paragraphs. Counting your Into and Conclusion this makes a total of four or more paragraphs.  You may turn yours in early – if you turn in your C.E. a week or more in advance you will receive 15 points added onto whatever grade you receive. You may also complete up to four extra C.E. for extra credits. They will be graded on a scale of 1-5. The extra points will be added to your test scores for the M.P.
